ADMINISTRATIVE TEAM REPORTS

Mr. Patchett welcomed Mr. Kittell to his first board meeting.

Principal Kittell:  distributed a letter he had sent to all staff and asked the board members to respond also.  Has been working with Keith Findley on discipline.  Feels that as long as the discipline issue is addressed with students at the beginning of the year, it will work out.  In house suspension has been changed to every Wednesday.  It will be held in a classroom using partitions with a central location for the teacher to monitor the room.  Every third Wednesday the Edgar County Deputy Sheriff will do in-house duty and do drug and alcohol prevention work with the students.  The purpose of in-house suspension is to keep students in school and as a deterrent to bad behavior.  

Superintendent Acklin:  distributed and reviewed the Fund Balance Sheet.  Estimates an all fund balance of $2.4 million at the end of FY05 in comparison to FY04 when we had $2.5 million.  For FY06 he estimates a deficit of close to $400,000.  Even though expenditures are down, revenues are also down.  He feels we are doing as much as we can possible do to control expenses without cutting programs or staff.  Reminded board members that we have no control over our revenue sources.

Wastewater Treatment Plant:  bracing has been removed.  Most of the work right now is happening in their shop.  Still expect to be done by the end of July.

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND DISCUSSION

IASB Convention – November 18-20, 2005:  Superintendent Acklin asked members to let him know by the September meeting if they would not be going to the convention in order to cancel hotel reservations.  Freebairn commented that he would prefer to stay at the Palmer House next year.

Other:  The County Board has designated Shiloh School as a polling place.  Edgar County Clerk, Becky Kraemer had held a meeting which Hutchinson attended.  She reported that she voiced the district’s concerns regarding sex offenders being unsupervised on school premises and the school calendar has already been set for the year.  If the school closes on Election Day the calendar will have to be amended.  The purpose of the change is to combine voting precincts and use a touch screen system.  It is already a law – the school has no say of the use, but has a say of the location.  

Patchett suggested using the bus garage.  This is the only building removed from the school building that would accommodate votes.  

Young feels that the district could have easily made accommodations and plans if they had only been contacted earlier before the calendar was set.
Kile requested that a county deputy be on-site on Election Day.

Patchett prefers that the polling place be a remote location of the school.

Brown commented that parents demand high security at our schools and for one day we have to let it all go out the window.

Hutchinson said that she had asked why they didn’t use the Hume Community Center and was told that it is a political issue because people from Metcalf will not want to go to Hume to vote.

Young had talked to the Douglas County Clerk’s Office.  They were taken aback that Edgar County is demanding use of the building.  She had also called the State Board of Elections and was told that Edgar County is within its rights to do so.

Hutchinson reminded everyone of the upcoming benefit for Angie Tharp.
